 How am I encouraging each of my children … how do I appreciate their 
uniqueness … and their not being like me?  Do they hear words of 
affirmation and praise from me as well as words of correction and 
concern? 

 

 How involved am I in the discipline and instruction of our children?  Do I 
discipline fairly … am I too harsh or cruel?  Do I back their mother? 

 
 How am I teaching our children the Word of God?  Do I live what I want 

my children to be?   
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 How am I doing in encouraging my children in their educational pursuits?  
Do I know their teachers, subjects, friends and foes? 

 

 How am I doing in teaching my children about loving their spouse?  Do 
they see me loving my wife and treating her well?  Do they believe we are 
a parenting team or two who can be divided and conquered? 

 

 How am I doing in providing for my children?  Am I under achieving or 
overachieving in this regard? 

 
 

 Take some time and reflect on how being an earthly father is a model to 
your children of their Heavenly Father.  Pray and ask the Lord for wisdom 
in being the dad He wants you to be.
